STEP 1: THE WATERGATE SCANDAL ANSWERS

Exercise 1: This is an article taken from ABC News which was published in 2005. It deals with the Watergate Scandal. It took place in the 1970s.

On June 17, 1972, five men broke into the Watergate office complex in Washington D.C. This building housed the Democratic National Committee (DNC) headquarters. The burglars were caught red-handed. A few journalists revealed that President Richard Nixon and his Republican Administration were trying to cover up their role / involvement. This became a major political crisis known as the Watergate Scandal.

Exercise 2:   In the 1970s, an assistant director at the FBI revealed priceless information to Bob Woodward and Carl Bernstein, two reporters who worked at The Washington Post. The journalists investigated and disclosed the Watergate Scandal.

Mark Felt was a member of Nixon’s Administration. He gave away essential even invaluable information about the American president. He betrayed his colleagues and his superiors.

The identity of Deep Throat has been kept secret for a long time. His name was one of the most confidential secrets in the history of politics and journalism. W. Mark Felt felt ashamed of his role.
