LESSON 2: BEST/PEST The sounds /b/ and /p/
A) The consonant sound /b/: Pronounce with a small explosion of air when the lips open.There's voice from the throat

Examples: back, bucks,cupboard, bird, bread, job, globe

Betty bought a better bit of butter.

B) The consonant sound /p/ : Again, pronounce with a small explosion of air when the lips open but there is no sound from the throat.

Examples: pest, pull, copy, please, apple, open, tape, jump

Pete planned a party in the park for Penny.
