LESSON 8 : THE CONSONANT SOUNDS /g/ and /k/ and /h/

A) The consonant sound /g/

The back of the tongue touches the top of the mouth (the air is stopped) then you move the back of the tongue away from the top of the mouth to release air. There is vice from the throat.

Examples: give, gave, get , got, good

Grandpa gave the guests good eggs and frog’s legs.

B) The consonant sound /k/

There is no voice from the throat. You can feel the air on your hand when you say it.

Examples: car, cat, kid , cold, quarter

The king cooked cut the cake but the queen cooked the carrots.

C) The consonant sound /h/

This sound only happens before a vowel. For this sound, you make a small gap at the back of the mouth.

Examples: him, have, help, hope, horse

Harry had a habit of helping hitch-hikers.
