Lesson 17 : HAVE GOT and HAVE
A) HAVE GOT= HAVE for possession, relationships and illnesses….

For these, you can use either have got or have, there’s no difference in meaning.

· They’ve got a new car. = They have a new car.

· Elena has got 4 brothers and 2 sisters.= Elena has 4 brothers and 2 sisters.

· Mark’s got a toothache.= Mark has a toothache.

You can’t use the continuous form for these meanings:

Impossible to say: They are having a new car, Elena is having 4 brothers….

The past form is had (eliminate got)

They had a new car before they got into an accident.

B) QUESTIONS and NEGATIVE SENTENCES

There are 3 possible forms.

Questions:

Have you got any questions? = Do you have any questions? = Have you any questions? (not as common)

Has she got a cat? = Does she have a cat? = Has she a cat? (not as common)

Negative sentences:

I haven’t got any questions. = I don’t have any questions. = I haven’t any questions. (not as common)

She hasn’t got a cat. = She doesn’t have a cat. = She hasn’t a cat. (not as common)

In the past, we use did/didn’t.

Did you have a dog when you were a child? No, I didn’t have a dog when I was a child.

C) HAVE BREAKFAST/ HAVE A BATH/ HAVE FUN…..

We use HAVE for many actions and experiences (HAVE GOT is impossible)
HAVE:

· breakfast, dinner, a meal, a cup of tea, something to eat, etc.

· a bath, a shower, a swim, a break, a rest, a party, a holiday.

· an accident, an experience, a dream, a nightmare.

· a look (at something)

· a conversation, a chat, a discussion (with someone)

· difficulty, trouble, fun, a  good time...
· a baby = give birth

We can use the continuous form with these expressions:

· John and Mary are enjoying their holiday in Kenya.

· What are you doing? I’m having a cup of tea.

· Where is Kenny? He is in the bathroom. He is having a shower.

In the questions and the negative sentences, we use do/does/did.

· I don’t usually have more than 1 cup of coffee.  (I usually haven’t is wrong)

· What time did Peter have lunch? At 2. 

Exercise 1: Write negative sentences with have
