Lesson 22 : WILL and SHALL part 1
A) WILL
We use WILL (‘LL) when we decide something at the time of speaking.

-The window is open and it’s cold now. I’ll close it now.

-Did you buy the bread? I forgot. I’ll get it now.

We also use I think I’ll and I don’t think I’ll…..

-I’m thirsty. I think I’ll have a drink of water.

- I don’t think I’ll watch TV tonight. There’s nothing good on.

The negative form of WILL is WON’T

-I won’t go to the cinema tonight because I’m exhausted.

B) WILL is NOT used when something is already decided or arranged.
-I’m going to go camping this summer. (not I’ll go camping)

-Are you working tomorrow? (not will work)

C) WILL in some situations

We use WILL in these situations

a) Offering to do something

-The desk is heavy. I’ll help you move it.

b) Agreeing to do something

· Can you phone Pam? Certainly, I’ll ring her right now.

c) Promising to do something

· Thanks for lending me your pen. I’ll give it back after I finished the letter.

· I won’t repeat your secret to anyone, I swear.

d) Asking somebody to do something

· Will you please turn the volume of the radio down? I can’t concentrate on my homework.

D) SHALL I…? SHALL WE….?

SHALL is mostly used in the questions Shall I…..?/Shall we…?
We use Shall I…..?/Shall we…? to ask for somebody’s opinion (in offers or suggestions)

· Shall I close the door? (= Do you want me to close the door?)

· I have found £20. What shall I do? (= What do you suggest I do?)

· Shall we have a picnic? Sure! The weather’s wonderful!

· What film shall we see this afternoon?

SHALL and WILL

Shall I close the door? (= Do you want me to close the door?)

Will you close the door? (= I want you to close the door.

What shall I buy Claire for her birthday?

4) You and your friend want to go on holiday but you don’t know where. You ask:

Where shall we go on holiday?
5) Your car won’t start and you don’t know what to do. You phone your friend to ask.

What shall I do?
