Hope at Sunrise is a rule of thirds painting. You can divide it in nine parts.
The structural lines make it a rule of third painting.

It shows the contemporary spectator a historical vision of Haiti.

When Christopher Columbus invaded the island in 1492, he took prisoner Chief Caonabo and his wife Anacaona but they managed to form an army and fight the invaders because they didn’t want to become slaves. The fight took place at bois Caiman.
