· Why do the 2 detectives go to the Parkers’ 8 years after the murder?
We can SUPPOSE that the two detectives have been asked to reopen Elizabeth’s case and have found new clues/ elements showing or proving that Dr. Beck not only beat / hit his wife but could actually have murdered her.  He may even  have beaten her to death.
· What do the parents think of the relationship between Elizabeth and her husband?
Both parents are convinced that their daughter and her husband were very close, very much in love with each other and a very happy couple. Mr. Parker is sure Dr Beck never hit his daughter.
· How does the mother explain the bruises on her daughter’s body?
She tells the detectives she had already seen the bruises on her daughter’s body and that Elizabeth had told her she had got them in a car accident.
· What happened according to the detectives? How did they come to that conclusion?
They think Dr Beck murdered his wife. We can suppose they questioned neighbours and witnesses who told them they had heard shouts from the Becks’ house. We can also imagine that the photos showing Elizabeth’s bruises were not in their police file 8 years ago and that they have been recently mailed to the police.
C) GOING FURTHER
· Why do the detectives hesitate to speak in front of Mrs. Parker at the end of the scene?
We can imagine that the two detectives hesitate to speak in front of Mrs. Parker because they don’t want to shock her. They know that what they are going to say will remind her of her daughter’s violent death.
