Find out what you know about Mr. Allen: He is 46. He is an emergency room technician. He was held at gunpoint once.
Find out what you know about Veronica Moser Sullivan:  She was 6 and she was killed in a shooting.
Explain how Mr. Allen finds his motivation: He carries a photo of Veronica and it galvanizes him.
Deduce what he may have done to prevent violent actions: He may have participated in demonstrations or he may have done something to help the family or prevented violent actions
Read paragraph 2

Identify the time period he refers to: He refers to the period when he was at Thomas Jefferson High School in Brooklyn.
Explain what 150 refers to: It refers to the price of the gun in dollars.
Explain where he got it: He got the gun on the street.
Explain what he kept if for: He wanted a gun to deter bullies.
Quote the justification he found to vindicate himself: A lot of people had guns. “He was hardly the only one who had a firearm.”
Read paragraphs 3 and 4
Find who he had problems with: He had problems with his mother.
Explain her reaction: She made a scene. = She shouted at him.
