War games poster analysis correction
INTRO

The image looks like a film poster because there is a title that stands out against the image: War games. The specificity of the document is that the designer wants cinema goers to buy a ticket to see the movie, so there is a financial purpose to a movie poster.

The origin may be the USA or the UK since the title is in English. We expect to find the poster in a cinema or on a billboard in the street.
The target could be teenagers or cinema goers who enjoy video games and war movies.

Description= connotation and denotation= inference

I can see two teenagers, one boy and one girl in front of a computer. The boy is typing or clicking on the keyboard. The teenagers are wearing casual clothes.

Their reflections on the screen show that they are smiling. Consequently they seem happy to be on the computer playing a game.

The girl has put her left hand on the boy’s shoulder. This indicates they may be friends or girlfriend and boyfriend.

The image on the computer monitor represents a map of the USA with three bright spots. So perhaps the action of the movie is taking place in the USA.

Behind them, the room looks like an arcade or a control room because there are several screens or computers. This environment shows the story of the film/ screenplay is about computers or computer games.

Framing

The top of the computer creates a horizontal line that cuts/separates the poster in two parts. The top part shows the environment/ background, the title and the other text messages. The bottom part shows the characters and their actions.

The title, which is at the top of the poster, is in big red and white block capital letters so it stands out against the image. The font that is used is sans serif because it is easier to read and is used for posters, billboards and adverts to make it more comfortable for the reader to read and understand the message.

There are two other shorter messages in smaller green block capital letters. They remind us of messages typed on a computer: missile warning and ....launch. These messages tell us about the intrigue/plot of the film because there may be the threat of a missile attack against the USA. The messages are an echo of the white spots we see on the computer screen.
The colours are mostly dark, cool colours to symbolize the atmosphere of danger and threat you get in the movie. However, the title and the couple’s reflection in the computer are in bright and warm colours to symbolize hope and optimism.

The light is very important because it highlights the title and illuminates the faces of the teenagers, which shows that they play an important role in the movie. They may be the heroes as they take a lot of place on the poster and they are duplicated on the computer screen.

Interpretation= implicit/secret message
The designer of the poster’s message is that the film is exciting because there are computers and the threat of the missiles.

You expect to see danger and action in the film. It may be a thriller or an action film.

It is highly recommended to teenagers because they can identify with the heroes.
