The texts  (about 700 words long) come from college-level textbooks. The subjects are varied. There are 3 categories of texts based on author purpose: 1) Exposition   2) Argumentation  3) Historical.
There may be different points of view about a subject. The questions can be about the classification, comparison/contrast, cause/effect and problem/solution 

A) Basic information and inferencing questions (12 to 14 questions per set)
1) Factual information questions (3 to 6 questions per set)
2) Negative factual information question s(0 to 2 questions per set)

3) Inference questions (1 to 2 questions per set)

Part 2: Listening= 60-90 minutes: 34-51 questions (30 points)
LISTEN TO A RECORDING ONCE, MAKE NOTES AND THEN ANSWER THE QUESTIONS. YOU CANNOT READ THE QUESTIONS BEFORE LISTENING TO THE RECORDING.
The types of recordings are conversations (office hours, service encounters) and lectures ABOUT:
- arts (architecture, industrial design/art, city planning, crafts (weaving, knitting, fabrics, furniture, carving, mosaics, ceramics, folk and tribal art), cave/rock art, music and music history, photography, literature and authors, books, newspapers, magazines and journals

- life science: extinction of or conservation efforts for animals and plants, fish and other aquatic organisms, bacteria and other one-cell organisms, viruses, medical techniques, public health, physiology of sensory organs, biochemistry, animal behaviour ( migration, food foraging, defences) , habitats and the adaptation of animals and plants to them, nutrition and its impact on the body, animal communication
- physical science: weather and atmosphere, oceanography, glaciers and glacial landforms, ice ages, deserts and other extreme environments, pollution, alternative energy, environmental policy; other planets' atmospheres, astronomy and cosmology, properties of light and optics, properties of sound, electromagnetic radiation, particle physics, technology of TV, radio and radar, chemistry of inorganic things, computer science, seismology (plate structure, earthquakes, tectonics, continental drift, structure of volcanoes)

- social science: anthropology of non-industrialized civilizations, early writing systems, historical linguistics, business, management, marketing, accounting, TV/radio as mass communication, social behaviour of groups, community dynamics, communal behaviour, child development, education, modern history (including the history of urbanization and industrialization and their economic and social effects)

The exercises are multiple-choice questions with 4 answer choices and one single correct answer BUT you can find multiple-choice questions with more than one correct answer
- put in order events or steps in a  process and 
- match objects or text to categories in a table

Part 3: Speaking= 20 minutes: 6 tasks (30 points)
Questions 1 and 2: Independent (45 seconds to speak)

Question 1 is about a personal experience or a familiar topic: a place you like to visit, an important event in your life, a person who influenced you, an activity you enjoy
Question 2 is about expressing a preference, making a choice: 2 actions, situations or opinions  (45 seconds to speak)

Questions 3 and 4: Integrated reading, listening, speaking (60 seconds to speak)

Question 3: (60 seconds to speak)

You read a short passage on the computer about a topic of campus-related interest: university policies, rules or procedures, university plans, campus facilities, quality of life on campus..... Listen to 2 people discussing the topic and expressing  their opinion. Then answer one question about what you have read AND heard.

Question 4: (60 seconds to speak)

You read a short passage about an academic subject and listen to a professor give a brief excerpt from a lecture on that subject. Then answer one question about what you have read AND heard.

Questions 5 and 6: Integrated listening, speaking (60 seconds to speak)

Question 5:  (60 seconds to speak)Short conversations (60 to 90 seconds)  about a campus-related situation and respond to a question based on what you have heard

Typically, 2 people (students or professors or university staff members) will discuss a problem and two possible solutions.

Describe the situation that was discussed and give your opinion about solutions to the problem

Question 6: (60 seconds to speak) Listen to a professor present a brief excerpt from a lecture on an academic subject, and then answer the question about what you have heard.
Part 4: Writing= 50 minutes: 2 tasks (30 points)
A) Integrated writing task
B) Independent writing task

A) Integrated writing task

You have 3 minutes to read a passage from an academic subject then you hear a short lecture related to the topic. Summarize the points in the lecture and explain how they related to specific points in the reading of the passage (150-225 words)
B) Independent writing task

You have 30 minutes to write an essay about the response to a question. The question asks you to give an opinion on an issue (300 words)

- Why do you think people attend college or university? 
- Parents are the best teachers.

- If you could change one important thing about your hometown, what would it be?
